2. I'm sorry to inform you of the death of one of our active priests. Fr. Rick Dagit died on Sept. 14 at the age of
69; he was planning to retire next year. He had some health issues in recent years, but his death was unex-
pected. Fr. Dagit was a native son of St. Mary's parish in Williams (west of lowa Falls) and was ordained to the
priesthood in 1986. Among other assignments, he served as pastor at Immaculate Conception in Gilbertville,
and for many years recently was pastor of the parishes in the Story/Marshall Cluster (St. Mary in Colo, St. Patrick
in Nevada, St. Joseph in State Center, and St. Gabriel in Zearing).

Fr. Dagit was a quiet man, but also one of deep faith who had the heart of a loving shepherd of his flock. He was
deeply loved by those he served. Eternal rest grant unto his soul, O Lord, and may your perpetual light shine
upon him--may he rest in peace. Amen.
